Colorado Fund for Children and Public Education, a Collective Bargaining Work Group, UniServ guidelines changes, support/
advocacy for suicide awareness/prevention/intervention, and holding President Obama accountable to Public Education.
Elected to 3-year terms were CEA President Beverly Ingle, Vice President Colleen Heinz, and NEA Director Jody Dosher.
Emmett Cruson was re-elected CEA-Retired Board Representative. Linda Reeves was elected to the 2-year retired seat on the
Colorado Fund for Children & Public Education. Many legislators came by to say hello. We heard about Communication,
Collaboration, and Creativity from Colorado Teacher of the year Susan Elliott. | highly urge you to become a delegate for the
April 22-24, 2010 Delegate Assembly! Turn your self-nomination in when you receive the information in November.

The CEA Board authorized the full-time release status of the CEA Vice President beginning January 2010 as requested by the
delegates, granted a local affiliate charter to the St Vrain Valley Paraeducators Association, and accepted proposals from the
Marriott-Denver Tech Center Hotel as the site for the CEA Delegate Assembly 2010-2015. They also approved our request for
a CEA-Retired Task Force charged to look at better communications with CEA-R members, particularly the 60% who
have no local with which to affiliate.
