B everly Ingle, CEA President, spoke about NOT SO FAST: NO on Senate Bill 191. CEA and local teachers are
heavily lobbying the legislature in opposition to the bill. Major concerns are: evaluation of teachers based
on student test scores, elimination of due process for teachers, inadequate funding for the bill, and passing the bill
bef ore hearing the TeacheoEffectivehesscConncit. Beeerlygleo wpoke abautroppesition
to three November 2010 ballot initiatives (Proposal 101: Motor Vehicle Fees, Income Tax, and Telecommunications
Fees, Amendment 60: Property Taxes, and Amendment 61: State and Local Debt Limitations). CEA and
both major candidates for governor have already come out against the initiatives.

The Jefferson County Classified School Employees Association (JC-CSEA) representing the classified employees in
Jeffco has affiliated with CEA and NEA. Carole Wright, PERA Board of Trustees, spoke about the recent PERA bill
that passed in the Colorado General Assembly. Reports included Membership, Read Across America, Friends of
PERA, and CEA.
